Kenai Peninsula to remain under burn suspension

(Kenai Peninsula, AK) – Due to current and forecast weather conditions the existing burn suspension for the Kenai Peninsula will remain in effect.  Currently the area is under high fire danger.  Weather and fuels are monitored every day for present and predicted fire danger from which the suspension will be managed accordingly.
The burn-suspension will continue to prohibit all burning requiring a burn permit, both large and small scale.  This includes the use of burn barrels and burning of brush piles.  Small campfires less than 3 feet in diameter are still permitted.  Campfires require the area immediately adjacent to be free of materials that will carry fire.  Attendance of a campfire is required at all times.

The burn suspension is only in effect for the Kenai Peninsula and does not include Kodiak Island.
